Business Trip
· Everybody applying for a visa must deliver the application in person 
· Your passport must be valid for at least 3 months beyond the period for which you are seeking a visa
· You have to produce original documents when you hand in your application as well as a set of copies

· Letter of invitation must be less than 3 months old 
If the applicant is granted a visa for a business trip, the Embassy will issue a C visa. 
Necessary documents:
· The application form provided by the Embassy or from our website
· One passport size photograph on white background, maximum 3 months old, taken with the applicant facing the camera directly
· Passport and copies of all pages (also blank pages)
· Original letter of invitation from the Norwegian company or organization (containing applicants name, surname, date of birth, citizenship, time and purpose of the journey, number of entries and, where relevant, the name of the spouse and children accompanying the invited person). Also, the letter of invitation has to include the full name and the address of the company/ organization that is inviting, the name and the position of the person signing the invitation letter, and the organization number of the company in Norway
· For business people and representatives of business organizations - a written request from a host in Norway must be endorsed by the Foreign Trade Chamber of Bosnia and Herzegovina

NOTE:
The Embassy will inform you if additional documentation is required.

The visa processing fee is at the moment BAM 70 (Bosnian marks) and is payable upon handing in the application.

Please note that the fee will not be reimbursed in case the application is rejected.
Fees for processing the visa application are, if certain conditions occur, waived for the following categories of persons, view “Fees for processing visa applications”. 

The processing time for a visa is normally 15 days, but may take longer, for example during the holiday season.
