General Information about Visas

	          Currently all citizens of Bosnia and Herzegovina need a valid Schengen visa for travelling to Norway, except holders of valid diplomatic passport which can enter, leave and transit through the territories of Norway without visas. Holders of diplomatic passports may stay in the territories of Schengen for a period not exceeding 90 days per period of 180 days. 
 In this section you will find information about Schengen visa and the application procedure.          
          If you want to visit one Schengen country, apply for a visa to the Embassy or Consulate of that country. If you want to visit several Schengen countries, apply to the Embassy or Consulate of the country of your main destination. If you intend to visit several Schengen countries, but do not have a main destination, you should apply to the Embassy or Consulate of the Schengen country of your first point of entry.

          Please note that the following visa information only applies to short-term visas for up to 90 days.
          What is a Schengen Visa?

          From 25th March 2001 Norway became part of the Schengen co-operation. This has had an impact on applications for visas. Generally, a visa for one of the countries in the Schengen area will be valid for a stay in all the other Schengen countries during the period for which the visa is valid. Over a period of six months, you are not permitted to spend more than a total of 90 days in the Schengen area.

· Everybody applying for a visa, must deliver the application in person also children under 18 years of age
· Your passport must be valid for at least 3 moths beyond the period for which you are seeking a visa

· The processing time for a visa is 15 days. Processing time for other permits you can find on the website: www.udi.no
NOTE:

Visa applications with incomplete documentation will not be accepted. Since May, all applicants with incomplete documentation will be sent back, and they can re-apply for a visa once they complete the documentation. 
The Embassy will be informing the applicant about the decision of the application.

1. Private/ business visit:      70 KM

2. Residence/ work permit:   270 KM (no fee for children under 18 years of age)

3. Family reunification:        730 KM for first time application
