Private Visit
· Everybody applying for a visa must deliver the application in person also children under 18 years of age
· Your passport must be valid for at least 3 months beyond the period for which you are seeking a visa
· You have to produce original documents when you hand in your application as well as a set of copies

· An official letter of invitation (Guarantee form for visits) must be less than 3 months old
If the applicant is granted a visa for a private visit, the Embassy will issue a C visa. 
Necessary documents:

· The application form and additional questions - 2 pages, provided by the Embassy or from our website
· One passport size photograph on white background, maximum 3 months old, taken with the applicant facing the camera directly
· Passport and copies of all pages (also blank pages)
· Birth Certificate or Marriage Certificate if you are married
· If you are visiting a close relative - proof of relation is recommended (Birth Certificate/ Marriage Certificate of the inviting person). If you want to apply for a visa without paying a fee (includes spouses, children, parents, grandparents and grandchildren), you also need to provide a copy of the inviting person’s Bosnian passport as well as a copy of the last valid residence/ work permit in Norway 
· Official letter of invitation (Guarantee form for visits) in original, certified by the Norwegian Police. Your name, surname and date of birth has to be written on the official letter of invitation (Guarantee form for visits), also of the inviting person (name, surname, address and date of birth). An official letter of invitation (Guarantee form for visits) is valid for one person only
· Confirmation of employment of the applicant (which shows employment date, the applicants function in the company, monthly income and the period in which you are granted vacation/ free days) 
· If you are not employed - confirmation on your subsistence (salary/ pension of your close relative in shared household who supports you
· If you are a retired person (pensioner) - proof of received pension 
· Certificate of shared household (home list)

· Students should present documentation from school/ university proving that they are studying
· Underage children travelling alone need written approval from their parents (if a parent is deceased, a Death Certificate must be provided)
· Visitors who do not have an invitation and/ or someone to guarantee for their stay, must have an equivalent of 500 NOK/ day. Furthermore, reservations of accommodation must be provided
NOTE:
The Embassy will inform you if additional documentation is required.
The visa processing fee is at the moment BAM 70 (Bosnian marks) and is payable upon handing in the application.
Please note that the fee will not be reimbursed in case the application is rejected.
Fees for processing the visa application are, if certain conditions occur, waived for the following categories of persons, view “Fees for processing visa application”.
The processing time for a visa is normally 15 days, but may take longer, for example during the holiday season.
